What a Difference a Year Makes

I recall how I was feeling a year ago about this 
time.  Bush had been reelected (or reselected, de-
pending on your point of view).  Many constitu-
tional amendments against gay marriage had been 
passed all around the nation.  Discovery, like 
many non-profits and people in America, was ex-
periencing financial concerns. Things felt pretty 
bleak.  I wasn’t sure just what the future held for 
us as gay people and as an organization. 
 
One year later, I am feeling more hopeful and op-
timistic.  The California legislature successfully 
passed AB849, the first of its kind in the nation, 
granting gender-neutral marriage.  Bush seems to 
be at an all-time low in the polls. Discovery as an 
organization and as a community seems stronger 
than ever.  Discovery men truly rallied around the 
organization this past year and have strengthened 
our community and helped secure its success for 
years to come. So now, one year later, I can hap-
pily say I am optimistic about our future. 
 
Since our last newsletter, Discovery has raised 
another $2000 through the time and effort of vol-
unteers at this year’s Pride Festival.  This brings 
our fundraising total to $5000 since we launched 
our Fundraising Committee last November.  Dis-
covery thanks all of you for your generosity of 
time and money.  These monies ensure that Dis-
covery can operate and that we can weather future 
economic downturns.  However, we are not fin-
ished with our fundraising efforts.  The Discovery 
board has set a goal to not only make up for lost 
monies in 2003-04, but to increase our cash re-
serves by $5000 so we never come so close to fi-
nancial instability as we did one year ago.  So, 
though we are out of the danger zone, let’s not 
lose sight of our ultimate destination, ensuring 
Discovery has the financial resources to operate 
long into the future. 
 
We also just completed a wonderful retreat event 
at Stillheart, a new facility for Discovery.  All 
three retreats this year have been a huge success 
and we thank the many participants and volun-
teers who make these events possible.
